A few hints:

Businesses tend to give more to
people they know. Example: Ask your
server at a local restaurant if they ever
give gift cards to schools for silent
auctions. If they say yes, ask for the
manager's contact information.

e Ask businesses for whom CUMP families
are their target customers, either because
of their proximity to the Crestview
neighborhood or their services for young
families, and be sure to mention this when
you contact them.

e Consider asking new businesses that may
be looking to advertise within the
community. There are so many along
Anderson Lane and Burnet Road!

e You may need to follow-up your request
one or more times.
